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More than 100 local schools have registered with the
National Eco Schools Green Flag Award scheme and 10
have achieved their Green Flag.

Following a reassessment, CEES’ Centre at Stibbington
has now been awarded its third Green Flag and 4
members of CEES’ teaching team are qualified Eco
Schools Assessors.

A CEES workshop to be held in June will share good
practice and provide guidance for those who are
interested in Eco Schools.
